From its modest beginning in 1960,
when Friend-in-Deed raised nearly
$2500 to help 99 families with food,
clothing and toys at Christmas time,
the program has grown to over
$200,000 annually with direct assis-
tance to approximately 2500 families 
in central Illinois!

Every cent collected is spent on help for
the needy. All administrative costs are
borne by The State Journal-Register, cor-
porate donors and individual volunteers.

Contributions are sent to The State
Journal-Register and the newspaper
publishes names of the donors.
Applications for assistance are received
and screened by the Friend-in-Deed
staff and trained volunteers. Customized
food, clothing and toy orders are pre-
pared using a sophisticated computer
program.

Individual food, clothing and toy orders
are filled for each family by volunteers.
Nutritious food orders are prepared by
Springfield grocers and a number of
local suppliers in other towns through-
out central Illinois.

Two days before Christmas, a massive
delivery effort is mounted from the
Prairie Capital Convention Center
involving hundreds of volunteers and
vehicles. All food, clothing and toys are
delivered to the recipients’.

Friend in Deed also provides disaster
relief to families throughout the year.
